Dear Parent or Carer, 

 

We are delighted to be able to continue to offer our students the opportunity to learn a musical instrument at Greenford 

High School. As well as being an enjoyable subject, musical learning can enrich students’ lives and education. Greenford 

High School values music and I would like to outline some of the benefits beyond itself. 

 

- Musical training helps develop language and memory 

Areas of the brain related to language and reasoning becomes more developed and students are constantly using 

their memory to perform. This can serve students well in education and beyond. 

- Students learn to improve their work and develop a sense of achievement 

Music promotes excellence, and students learn to want to create good work. This can be applied to all subjects.  

- Emotional development and success in society 

Students of music can be more emotionally developed and empathetic towards other cultures. They also tend to have 

higher self-esteem and are better at coping with anxiety.   

- Creative thinking, teamwork, risk-taking and self-confidence 

Students that study music learn to think creatively and this can help them solve problems by thinking “outside the 

box”. Students will learn how to work together and build stronger relationships. Performing can bring fear and anxiety, 

but students learn to cope with these situations, which will help them become more confident. 

- Better exam results and extra credit on university applications 

Studies have shown that music students achieve higher in exams due to the development of the key skills listed above. 

Universities look favourably upon applicants that have a music education when considering their entry. 

 

Our tutors are highly skilled, professional musicians and experienced teachers. They are provided by Ealing Music Service 

to offer a 20 minute lesson once per week along with personalised practice plan booklet. Tuition spaces are always limited 

so it is important to return this letter immediately if you would like to start lessons in the autumn term. Details are on the 

reverse of this letter.

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Terms and conditions 

1. Lessons 

The Teacher will give tuition during school terms (term dates will be as specified by the Teacher in accordance with Condition 3). The Teacher will give the 

lessons at the time and location specified and the Teacher will reserve this time slot for the Pupil.  

2. Payment of fees 

The Pupil (or the Pupil’s parent or carer) will pay the fees for each term in full on or before the payment dates specified. (Spring – 6th November 2020/Summer 

– 29th January 2021) 

3. Lesson timetable 

Before the first lesson of each term, the Teacher will give the Pupil (or the Pupil’s parent or carer) written confirmation of the dates and times of all lessons 

during that term – this will be sent via e-mail to students and parents) 

4. Missed lessons 

The school is unable to refund the cost of any lessons missed by the student. 

5. Termination of tuition – important information  

(a) Tuition can be cancelled at any time on or before the cancellation dates specified. (Summer – 4
th

 December 2021) Notice of cancellation must be received 

in writing via e-mail to doag@greenford.ealing.sch.uk and kfoster@greenford.ealing.sch.uk  

(b) If no notice is received by the cancellation date then payment for the next terms tuition needs to be received by the payment dates specif ied. (Spring – 6th 

November 2020/Summer – 29th January 2021) 

6. Failure to give notice 

Unless terminated under Condition 5 above, this Agreement shall continue from term to term. If the Pupil (or the Pupil’s parent or carer) fails to give full 

notice to terminate this Agreement in accordance with Condition 5(a) above, the following charges will be made in lieu of notice: 100% of the fees for the next 

term. 

If the Pupil stops attending lessons during a term, the Pupil (or the Pupil’s parent or carer) is not entitled to a refund of any fees paid for that term. The Pupil is 

entitled to attend any lessons paid for. 

7. Conduct 

If the Teacher, in his or her reasonable opinion, feels unable to continue tuition on account of unreasonable conduct by the Pupi l or anyone connected with 

the Pupil, the fees for any outstanding lessons will not be refundable. 

8. Communication between the parties

10. Governing law and jurisdiction 

This Agreement shall be subject to the laws of the jurisdiction of the location for the lessons and the signatories to this Agreement agree that any dispute 

relating to the subject matter of this Agreement shall be subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of the courts of that jurisdiction. 

This Agreement will constitute a legally binding personal contract between both parties and will remain in force continuously unless terminated in accordance 

with Condition 5.
